Adult Day Services

Our last report ended with the clients of
the JASC’s Adult Day Services (ADS) raring
to go back up to Apple Holler for more
Wisconsin-style party action. A return visit
is a definite possibility once the weather
clears up.

Chicago weather has been typically
gloomy lately, but the ADS clients have been
keeping their spirits up with their usual
activities and special celebrations. After
a fairly quiet January, clients marked
St. Valentine’s Day with a party featuring
picture-taking all around. Nancy and Danny
Yoshida contributed gift certificates for
everyone, and Linda Whitted sent over
goodie bags that even those on sugar-free
diets could enjoy.

March came in like a lion, more or less,
and, disappointingly, it promises to exit
like a lion, as well. In between, ADS clients
marked the Girls’ Day holiday with
a traditional display of dolls depicting the
Japanese Imperial court. These dolls were
given to the JASC several years ago by
Jennifer Mari Goldberg, and they have been
delighting ADS clients ever since. Fumiko
Matsuda and Megumi Nakajima arranged

the display in traditional style and helped
serve Japanese treats to the clients. The
highlight of the day was a performance of
Japanese songs by Toki Takeuchi and her
accompanist Mirei Hori.

Home Support Services

We want to share information with our
older adults about how to stay comfortable
and protect their health during the warm
weather season.

* Drink plenty of water every hour.

» Take a bottle of water when leaving
your home.

* Avoid or limit drinking caffeinated
beverages such as coffee, tea, soft
drinks. These beverages will dehydrate
your body.

* When it is hot and humid—remain
indoors. Turn on the air-conditioner
or fan.

* Wearing clothes made of 100% cotton
offers maximum comfort.

* Select clothes that are loose fitting.

* Do not forget to eat regular meals.
You can choose lighter meals like
vegetable and fruit salads, cold noodles,
or sandwiches. Warm weather may
decrease one’s appetite, but it is
important to eat everyday.

The City of Chicago has a non-emergency
phone number—311. You can call this
number if you live in Chicago. If your home
or apartment is uncomfortably warm, call
this number, and the city will arrange to
take you to a cooling center.

Counseling

Social Workers:

We in the Counseling Department are
addressing the need to expand our services
and to offer a variety of services to our
Nikkei community. We’ve done so by adding
the services of a part time staff social
worker and a social work student intern.

Frances Chikahisa is a Nisei and is
bilingual, speaking Japanese and English
fluently. She has been a social worker
for over 40 years and is interested in
expanding services to the senior Nikkei
population. A relative newcomer to the
Midwest, having moved here in late 1998,
she has been with the JASC since
February 2003.

Fujio Sato has been with the agency
since July 2004, upon her completion of
a Master’s Degree in Social Work. She
and Frances share the JASC social work
position. This is a perfect division of labor,
since Fujio is a Japanese speaker who
has lived in the US for over twenty years,
and returned to graduate school to earn
her degree after her children were settled
into their respective educational tracks.

Our student intern is from Loyola
University’s School of Social Work. Jordan
Feldman taught English in Japan for two
years and expressed an interest in working
with the Japanese American population in
Chicago. She visits and counsels with
several of our clients, and has been able
to maintain a positive relationship with
them. She has been with the agency since
September 2004, and will be leaving us
in May 2005.

Our work is still focused on serving
seniors, often going out to those who do
not recognize their own vulnerability. We
visit those in nursing centers who are
without the support of immediate family.
Our visits are twofold in purpose: first,
to offer a friendly contact, and second, to
advocate for them, often talking with
the staff and looking for ways to address
their needs more completely.

A successful case in this regard is Mrs.
Wada (not her real name). Her husband
died a year earlier, and she was unable
to function, often seeming to be lost in
dementia. When we began to visit her
in the nursing center, she usually was
asleep and, when awakened, would show
almost no interest in the visitor. Gradually
over the year, she began to show more
interest and was able to recognize the
social worker. When the Japanese-speaking
social worker was assigned to her, she
began to perk up, recognizing her and
beginning to talk to her about her childhood
memories. She was even able to write
a few words in Japanese. More recently,
her health has begun to deteriorate, and
we're hopeful that our relationship with her
will enable us to provide support and
care to the end.

Legacy Center (Archives & Library)

In the past year, the Legacy Center was

the beneficiary of two important grants
from community organizations. The Thomas
Arai Bequest of the Japanese Mutual Aid
Society provided the majority of support
and the Parkwood Community Church
provided vital matching funds to the Legacy
Center to process, preserve, and provide
intellectual access to the photographs and
negatives of its Mary and James Numata
Collection. This collection consists of
thousands of images of the Japanese
American community in Chicago dating from
the 1940s to the 1990s. It is a unique

These grants have provided
the means to ensure that these precious
community resources are preserved and
available to the public.

Questions and Answers at
2005 Day of Remembrance

“How would | measure up?” Those of
us who never lived under Executive
Order 9066 always ask ourselves that
question when we look back on our
shared, community history. This year’s
Day of Remembrance, which was held
at the DePaul University Student Center
on Sunday, February 13, provided a
spectrum of possible answers filtered
through the experiences of women
and girls who lost their homes—and
sometimes their families—for the sake
of homeland security.

Playwright Chay Yew answering questions from
the audience.

More than 200 people attended the
Day of Remembrance event, which
centered on a staged reading of
“Question 27, Question 28” by Chay
Yew. Directed by Julieanne Ehre for
Chicago’s Silk Road Theatre Project,
“Question 27, Question 28" featured
four actresses—Mary Ann de la Cruz,
Cheryl Hamada, Stephanie Gaddy;,
and Elaine Robinson—in multiple roles,
describing life before, during, and
after the evacuation and internment of
Japanese Americans following the attack
on Pearl Harbor. The title of the theater
piece refers to the loyalty questionnaire
administered to all adults of Japanese
ancestry who were held in the ten

internment camps. Playwright Yew,
who was present for the performance
and answered questions from the
audience at the end of the program,
based “Question 27, Question 28” on
a number of historical documents,
testimonies, and interviews. The result
is an extended chorus of voices, some
famous and some obscure, eloquently
expressing the anger, sorrow, frustra-
tion, humor, and boredom of everyday
life in unnatural times.

Day of Remembrance is an annual
observance of the anniversary of
the signing of Executive Order 9066.
This year's event was sponsored by
the JASC, together with the Chicago
Japanese American Council, the
Chicago Japanese American Historical
Society, the Delta Phi Lambda Asian
Interest Sorority of DePaul University,
the Office of Multicultural Student
Affairs of DePaul University, the
Japanese American Citizens League,
Chicago Chapter, and the Silk Road
Theatre Project.
