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Fiscal Year 2004-2005 was a very 
successful year in overcoming financial
challenges while continuing to meet 
the needs of the community through
our Social Services and our Cultural
Heritage Programs. Our primary goal
was to position the JASC for a stronger
future with greater financial stability
and expanded services and programs.
It has been a real team effort of the
Board, staff, volunteers and donors. 
It took all of us working together to
develop and implement the plans that
have made a real difference this year.

Our revenue increased overall by
$66,000. This was achieved primarily
through increased revenue from Social
Services, Facilities donations, and
fundraising. In addition to new grants
received from Morgan Stanley and 
the Japanese Mutual Aid Society, we
went through the long process to be
approved for health insurance and
Medicare reimbursement for our
Counseling Services. Our Adult Day
Services and Home Support Services
both increased services to more
clients, and therefore our reimburse-
ment from the Illinois Department 
on Aging increased. Our membership
drive was very successful, with 54
special memberships of $150 and
above, and an overall revenue increase
of $9,000. Thanks to the Tohkon Judo
Academy and the Buddhist Temple of
Chicago, we received increased support
for the use of our facilities.

Our partnership with Tsukasa Daiko,
which is now JASC Tsukasa Taiko, has
been tremendously beneficial, both
financially and by increasing individual
involvement with the JASC through
Taiko classes. Our visibility and reputa-
tion as a cultural center has also
greatly increased through the Taiko
group’s performances and public rela-
tions opportunities in which they always
highlight our partnership. You may 

have seen Hide Yoshihashi and Eigen
and Kioto Aoki recently on WTTW
Channel 11’s “Arts Across Illinois—
Centerstage.”

To meet our budget, we also held the
line on expenses. Unfortunately, we
had to continue our salary and hiring
freeze. We are very grateful to the staff
for their loyalty to the JASC through this
challenging time. They have continued
working at a high level and, if anything,
have increased their effectiveness.

We successfully completed two initia-
tives that positioned us well for the
future. We implemented a redesign to
our accounting program so that we
could track our finances more closely
by department. This also allows us to
produce the financial information that
we need to include for fundraising
through grant writing.

The second initiative was completing
the application for the new United Way
funding process, which was much more
complex than those of other founda-
tions. Out of 250 program applications,
the JASC is one of only seven that
were granted their full request. The
result is an increase in funding from
United Way to $120,000 each year for
the next three years, for a total of
$360,000. This more than doubles our
current level of support from them. We
also were awarded a $4,000 grant
from the Asian Giving Circle for our
Counseling Program.

This brings much needed financial
stability to the JASC‘s Social Services
and will allow us to give salary
increases for the first time in four
years. However, this also depends on
the support of deficits in our Cultural
Heritage programs through other
fundraising efforts. Next year we plan
to focus on developing a strategic plan
for the cultural programs that will lead
to more stable funding streams in the
future. Needless to say, the other key
to maintaining the financial stability of
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our agency is continued support from
our membership.

Among our other accomplishments
this fiscal year:

• The Japanese American 
National Museum has launched their 
web site, “Discover Nikkei” 
(www.discovernikkei.org), which
includes a page on the JASC that 
also links back to our web site. 
We are honored to be among the
company of such institutions as the
University of Hawaii, the National
Japanese American Historical Society,
and the Chicago Japanese American
Historical Society.

• Thanks to Doug Tono’s donation 
of $6,000-worth of shelving and the
labor of Tohkon Judo Academy’s
members, we have been able to use
our storage space much more effec-
tively and gained precious square feet
in the warehouse area.

• This year’s Day of Remembrance
was coordinated by the Chicago
Japanese American Historical Society
with JACL, Chicago Chapter, and JASC
as partners. The staged reading of the
play “Question 27, Question 28” by
Chay Yew was presented very well by
the Silk Road Theater Project and had
a large audience.

• We have a new voicemail system,
thanks to Alan Endo, who donates his
expertise towards the maintenance and
upgrade of our telephone and voicemail
systems.

• The web site has continued to
attract visitors and make the JASC
accessible on the Internet. This year
we averaged 45,312 hits and 2,951
page views per month. We had 9,890
unique visitors to the site. Thank you
again to Michael Tanimura and Leah
Kadamian of Silver Image Creative for
the web site design, and to James
Trigueros, our systems coordinator, who
has been keeping the web site
updated.

Goals for next year include:
• increasing our financial stability by 

making more proposals for funding 
to corporations and foundations;

• developing a structured volunteer 
program through Counseling to 
reach our more isolated seniors,
thanks to the support of the JMAS;

• increasing our outreach through 
the Counseling services, thanks to 
the Asian Giving Circle;

• developing a strategic plan for 
the cultural heritage programs, as 
mentioned previously;

• increasing storage and protection 
to our telephone system and for 
Adult Day Services, thanks to Kyle 
Nakawatase, who has chosen the 
JASC for his Eagle Scout Project.

As always, our accomplishments 
and our continued existence are due 
to your support as volunteers and
donors. Many of you support us with
your time, expertise and donations. 
We are very fortunate to have such 
a committed membership and we will
continue to work very hard to keep 
that commitment.

Thanks and Farewell to 
Pat, Betty, and Kiyo

For three JASC members, the Annual
Meeting on June 27 marked the end of
their terms on the agency’s board of
directors. For one of the three, it would
be no exaggeration to say that June 27
marked the end of an era.

Pat Matsumoto
joined the board for
the 1998-1999 fiscal
year, and served as
its vice president 
of public relations
for many years. 
She managed to
combine her volun-
teer responsibilities
with a high-profile career as Assistant
Commissioner and Director of
Communications for the Chicago
Department of Cultural Affairs, a post
from which she has recently retired. In
that capacity, she supervised graphics
and publishing operations, served on
the city’s Internet development team,
and participated in the Cows on Parade
and Suite Home Chicago street art  
displays.

Betty Morita
began her stint on
the JASC board in
the 2001-2002 fiscal
year, and went on to
participate in a
number of projects,
most recently
serving as board
secretary. A former
high school art teacher in the Chicago
Public Schools system, Betty was the
office manager of the dental practice
established by her husband, Dr.
Mototsugu “Junior” Morita, until they
both retired.  She continues to be

Fellowship United Methodist Church,
and chairs its board of trustees. In addi-
tion, she has a hand in any number of
church activities, including its Sunday
School and Vacation Bible School.

surgery and intensive care units;

Board of the Young Women’s Christian
Association; and finally returned to the
JASC board in 1975. In her 30 years on
the JASC board, she served on numer-
ous committees, chaired numerous
special events, acted as vice president of
programs from 1978 to 1989 and again 
from 1991 to 1999, was board secretary
in 2002, and chaired the nominations
committee in 2004 and 2005. On

and support.

What could possibly account for such
longevity of service? Kiyo credits the
influence of the YWCA, with its strong
emphasis on social justice and empow-
erment, for shaping her views.

“You
can’t just sit; you have to put your fate
into action.”

Having just completed

awareness. “Racial injustices can only be
met with sound resistance through cultural
and ethnic bonds and strong communal
relationships,” he says. Through its commu-
nity and cultural programming, he implies,
the JASC has the potential to inspire “more
activism and participation from the younger
Japanese Americans in the Chicago area
communities.”

A political science major, Brandon
devotes his time to UIC’s Asian American
Coalition Committee, serving earlier as its
webmaster and more recently as its histo-
rian. Brandon was also outreach coordinator
for another on-campus group, Korean
Americans United Serving Equality.

Brandon is a member of the board of
directors of the Japanese American Citizens
League Chicago Chapter, where he works on
the scholarship and human rights commit-
tees, and chairs the youth committee. He
regularly volunteers at the JASC’s major
functions, and coaches in the Sansei-Yonsei
Athletic Association’s basketball clinic.

One of his college instructors calls
Brandon “someone who is going to have 
a significant impact in shaping Asian
America in the future.” It seems that
Brandon is already making a mark today. 
He was awarded one of two scholarships
established in memory of the late founder
of LaSalle Photo, William T. Yamamoto.

Jonathon Kollath—

Scholarship 
According to his high
school counselor,
Jonathon Kollath “is
the one student, of
my 16 year career,

who most ably combines the qualities of a
brilliant mind and a selfless heart.” These
are strong words of praise, but a glance 
at Jon’s records reveals that they are well
deserved. During his years at Niles West
High School, he managed to balance 
a challenging academic course load,
extracurricular activities, service projects
through school and church, and part-time
employment.

Although he compiled an outstanding
grade point average, it is Jon’s record of
service and leadership that catch the eye.
Among his many accomplishments are 
facilitating discussion groups, mentoring
elementary school students, and, most
notably, coordinating—to the smallest
detail--a weeklong Habitat for Humanity
project trip for a large group of his fellow
students.

“While growing up,” Jon confesses,
“I struggled to fit in, and consequently, I 
ran away from my Japanese ancestry.”

Jonathon Kollath plans to attend
Northwestern University, with a focus on
economics. He received the Southside 
Nisei Bowling League Scholarship, which
was established in tribute to the Issei 
generation.

It’s generally agreed
that music has bene-
ficial effects on mind
and body, but for
Stephanie Nitahara,
music was the key to

her own cultural identity. Before joining the
JASC Tsukasa Daiko drum group, Stephanie
had felt cut off from Japanese traditions.
Now she often finds herself celebrating
them at the community’s biggest festivals.

Japanese drumming is not Stephanie’s
only musical outlet. In addition to fulfilling 
a full college preparatory course of studies
at Glenbrook South High School, she played
in the elite Glenbrook Symphonic District
Orchestra and received its “Above and
Beyond” service award. Stephanie’s nonmu-
sical interests include sports. She was on
the school’s freshman, junior varsity, and
varsity volleyball teams, and won the Varsity
Coach’s Award in 2004.

Stephanie’s next destination is the
University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign,
but even though she’ll be downstate, she
hopes to continue to participate in Tsukasa
Daiko. Stephanie received this year’s
second William T. Yamamoto Scholarship.

Some students have
to make a major
effort to fulfill their
community service
requirements. For
others, performing

community service is simply a part of every-
day life. Ronald Ristow has been helping in
the JASC’s Adult Day Services since child-
hood, and he continues to do so to this day.
What’s more, over the years, he proved the
depth of his compassion by extending his
helping hand to other organizations.



With his schoolmates from St. Ignatius
College Prep, Ronald volunteered once 
a week at the Inspiration Café, an Uptown-
based center for homeless adults. He also
devoted time each week to low-income
preschool children through the Uptown
Head Start program. Ronald also was 
a member of Ignatians for the Ethical
Treatment of Animals, a school organization
devoted to animal well-being.

Ronald managed to supplement a rigor-
ous course load at St. Ignatius with a
number of activities involving French lan-
guage and culture, Asian cultures, Japanese
language, music, and art.

Mr. Kambara’s devotion to education, family,
and community.

The recipient of the
JASC’s William T.
Yamamoto scholar-
ship in 2004, Scott
Mita has finished his
first year in the 
undergraduate liberal

arts program at the University of Illinois at
Chicago. Even during this transitional year,
however, he continued to perform volunteer
work at JASC events, as well as in the
Sansei Yonsei Athletic Association basket-
ball clinic. Such groups, he believes, “are
the moral fabric that bonds the building
blocks of our society together.”

Scott is a member of the Asian American
Coalition Committee at UIC, and he coordi-
nated the group’s outreach program at 

Niles West High School. Under the auspices
of the SYAA, he has helped collect and 
distribute winter clothing to children in
need, and has participated in the group’s
canned goods drive. He is a longstanding
student of judo, competing at a national
level, as well as teaching younger students.
Scott is also a member of the JASC
Tsukasa Daiko drum group and has per-
formed at major events in the area.

Scott asserts that “working for the
common good has been both character
building and spiritually rewarding.” In the
years to come, the community is certain to
benefit from the lessons he has taken it
upon himself to learn. Scott was presented
with the Fred Toguri Scholarship, which 
commemorates the only son of Jun Toguri,
the founder of J. Toguri Mercantile Co.

“The Asian student
population at
Mundelein High
School is less than
ten percent,”
observes Scott

Sakoda. “There is only one other Japanese
American student in the School.”
Nevertheless, he is proud of his heritage.
Volunteering at events sponsored by the
JASC, the Asian American Law Enforcement
Association, and area temples has given
him insight into the community and how its
members can work together toward a
common goal.

Outside of his high school classes,
Scott’s interests lay mainly in sports and
music. A ten-year student at the Tenri Judo
Dojo, Scott also played on his school’s golf
and volleyball teams, played in the
Mundelein Baseball League, and worked as
a golf caddy. He also sang in two school
choirs and continued to study piano, and
volunteered at fundraising events.

“Very positive and teachable,” is how 
one of Scott’s teachers describes him. “He
seems to assimilate well into any group 

and has a great way with interpersonal 
communication.”

These qualities should serve Scott
Sakoda well, as he works toward a career in
secondary education and physical education
at Eastern Illinois University. He was this
year’s recipient of the Anheuser-Busch
Scholarship.

Kiyomi Tran—
JASC Scholarship 
Sometimes the
process of defining
your cultural identity
involves more than
reconciling your
“American” qualities
with your “other”

qualities. Sometimes it involves reconciling
your "Japanese" qualities with your
“Japanese American” qualities as well.

As the American-born, Japanese-speaking
child of a parent who emigrated from Japan,
Kiyomi Tran says, “I felt like I’ve been
embracing a ‘Japanese’ culture that wasn’t
quite mine.” Participating in events at the
JASC, however, helped her to connect with
other Japanese Americans, and to realize
how she herself could represent "two
similar yet uniquely different cultures of
Japan."

During her years at Northside College
Prep, Kiyomi’s activities showed a heavy
emphasis on the arts, in both the visual
and performance categories. Her creations
include cover art for the school’s literary
magazine, T-shirt design, and advertising
pieces for school productions. In addition,
she also participated in the Gallery 37
program, specializing in traditional anima-
tion. Kiyomi’s on-stage activities included
theater, dance, and appearances with the
JASC Tsukasa Daiko group.

Appropriately, Kiyomi’s career interest is
in commercial art and design, which she 
will pursue at the University of Illinois at
Chicago. Kiyomi received the new JASC
Scholarship award, which was made possi-
ble this year thanks to an anonymous
donor.

But the big celebration in June is 
the mock wedding ceremony featuring
pretend brides and grooms walking down
the aisle. This year’s ceremony had a
Hawaiian theme, with exotic blossoms 
lining the path to the altar.

Finally, on a very hot day at the very end
of the month, ADS clients welcomed the
energetic students of the Thousand Waves
dojo. These courteous and personable chil-
dren first gave a ferocious demonstration 
of their fighting skills and then presented
the ADS seniors with a framed message of
appreciation.

We continue to promote and enhance our
clients’ maximum level of functioning to pre-
serve their independence and prevent pre-
mature institutionalization. Nursing services
and different activities are offered to main-
tain clients’ physical, mental, and emotional
well-being.

The counseling department is excited 
about a grant that has been given to us to
develop a volunteer program that would
address some of the gaps in service.

One area of need that the social workers
have recognized is the need to provide 
a friendly and supportive contact network 
to those in nursing homes. Many are
without visitors. We found that the best way
to advocate for care for these folks is to
make the contacts during the regular work
week. A well trained group of volunteers can
provide attention and service to many more
members of our community.

A second area of program development
was suggested to us when Tonko Doi gave
the eulogy at Sumi Horibe’s funeral. She
spoke of the group of 12 women and their
husbands who had met for over 40 years.
“The sewing circle met at different homes
and served delicious potluck dinners . . .
the ladies would sew, knit, crochet, laugh
and try to solve many problems.” The
present idea is to capture the sense of 
connectedness and friendship in a way that
would meet our present aging population.

We can visualize a group that would meet
regularly with the volunteers and group
members developing their own agenda and
finding ways to stay connected in meaning-
ful ways. The professional staff would be
available to guide and develop these ideas.

During the summer months we will be
calling upon interested individuals and
hopefully meet as a group to formulate
more definite plans. All ideas are welcome
and we look to the community to tell us
how we can be of service as well as to
recruit those individuals who can give of
their time and talents.

History Fair Honors
Three U.S. history honors students from
Benito Juarez Community Academy High
School in Chicago received a blue ribbon
(highest rating) at the Illinois History
Exposition competition in Springfield on 
May 12, 2005. Their project, titled Taking
Root in Chicago: Resettlement of Japanese
Americans, 1943-1965, described the
history of Japanese American resettlement
in the Hyde Park neighborhood of Chicago
after incarceration in U.S. internment
camps during World War II. Consisting of 
a display board of text and images, the
project was a finalist at the regional compe-
tition at Gage Park High School in March
and then was also declared a finalist at 
the city-wide competition at the Harold
Washington Library in April. In addition to
receiving a superior rating at the state 
competition, the students’ project received
honors at the Chicago Historical Society 
on May 22, 2005. 

History teacher Al Moy, who has advised
students competing in the Chicago Metro
History Fair competition for many years,
stated that students Diana, Juana, and
Karen were “willing to accept the challenge
to go beyond the classroom.” Among many
valuable resources including an interview
with community member, Dr. Mary Doi, a
former Hyde Park resident, the three stu-
dents utilized the collections at the Legacy
Center to support their research and pre-
sentation. They included archival images
from the Legacy Center’s collections on
their board. Congratulations to Diana,
Juana, and Karen!

The JASC Legacy Center collects,
preserves, and makes historical resources
from the Japanese American community 
in the six-county Chicago area available for 

research and reference purposes. It houses
the JASC archives and serves as a commu-
nity repository for records and information
resources about Japanese Americans and
Asian Americans. The Legacy Center seeks
to preserve and promote community 
heritage and common understanding of 
the Japanese American experience as an
integral part of American history. We provide
reference services for our collections, can
help you make connections with community
members, will lend selected materials, and
can refer you to other repositories. Our 
collections are available for use by appoint-
ment free of charge. All people are
welcome!

Home Support Services

Supervisor: Helen Nakayama
In Illinois, it is against the law to abuse 
an older person. The Illinois Department 
on Aging has established a confidential
intervention program to respond to reports
of elder abuse, neglect and exploitation 
of older adults.

The Illinois Elder Abuse and Neglect
Program operates statewide and provides
services to adults 60 years of age and
older who may be victims of abuse. This
program is designed to uphold an older
person’s right to self-determination. No

decisions will be enacted regarding a com-
petent adult without his or her consent and
involvement. One of the primary goals of
this program is to keep an individual in his
or her own home.

Anyone who in good faith reports 
suspected abuse or cooperates with an
investigation will be immune from criminal
or civil liability or professional disciplinary
action. The identity of the reporter will 
never be disclosed except with the written
permission of the reporter or by order of 
a court. Anonymous reports are accepted.

Types of Elder Abuse: physical abuse,
sexual abuse, emotional abuse, confine-
ment, passive neglect, willful neglect, willful
deprivation, financial exploitation.

Signs of Abuse: Depression; poor
hygiene; physical injuries, bruises, welts and
discoloration; lack of money for basic needs
such as food and medicine; signs of con-
finement (locked room, person tied to furni-
ture); social isolation; conditions of home.

“Fireflies” Take Flight To Benefit 
JASC Cultural Programs

Some 250 people came together on a
hot Sunday afternoon to enjoy a perfor-
mance of Japanese music and dance
and, at the same time, to extend their
support to the JASC’s cultural arts pro-
gramming.

The proceeds of the “Fireflies in
Flight” benefit performance were 
earmarked for the JASC’s cultural 
programming, which includes the
classes in, for example, ikebana, sumi-e,
cooking, origami, and Japanese 
language that are offered throughout
the year. Such hands-on educational
opportunities strengthen both family
and community and make the history
and legacy of Japanese Americans 
into a living presence.

Chaired by Carol Miyake, “Fireflies 
in Flight” could not have been staged
without the efforts of many people.

New Long-Term-Care Plan 
Launches in September

One of the benefits of JASC member-
ship is eligibility to enroll in the group
long-term-care insurance program,
which is underwritten by MedAmerica
Insurance Company. Now, recognizing
the realities of elder care today,
MedAmerica has created a new plan,
called “Simplicity.” 

Simplicity provides for monthly cash
payments made directly to the policy
holder, unlike traditional plans, which
require bills from third-party providers.
This allows people who need care to
receive benefits whether they are cared
for at home by a relative or in a nursing
home by professional staff. Simplicity
also offers riders that would allow a
couple “to purchase together and share
benefits on each other’s policies.”

Representatives from MedAmerica
are scheduled to visit the JASC this fall
to explain the details of the new
Simplicity plan to interested members.
